Lineage
A direct line of descent is known and proven to William (Henry Harrison) SHIRLEY. Marriage Certificate, Aston, 1870, in the Parish of Aston Juxta Birmingham, No 288 shows he married Clara Jane BOLDING at St Saviours Church Saltley on 11 September 1870. On this Certificate he gave his fathers name as Joseph SHIRLEY. Birth Certificate, Warwick, 1850, Kenilworth, No 485 shows that he was born on 15 July 1850 at Kenilworth and registered by his mother Eliza SHIRLEY nee HARRISSON as William SHIRLEY. She gave his fathers name as Joseph SHIRLEY. On the 1881 Birmingham Census Return, reference 3049 held at the Reference Section of Birmingham Central Library the following details are given:-

Marriage Certificate, Warwick, 1840, Parish of Kenilworth, No 83 shows that Joseph SHIRLEY married Eliza HARRISON at the church of St Nicholas, Kenilworth on 12 October 1840. On this Certificate he gave his fathers name as Edward SHIRLEY. On the 1851 Kenilworth Census Return, Sheet 43, Schedule 179 held at the County Record Office, Warwick the following details are given:-

These names and dates match those as given in the Family Bible.

The Family Bible gives a birth date for Joseph SHIRLEY of 22 October 1817. The I.G.I. Oxfordshire gives a christening date for a Joseph SHIRLEY at Barford St Michael (Great Barford) of 02 November 1817. The Barford St Michael (Great Barford) Parish Register for Baptisms shows:-

The Register also confirms the christenings of the rest of generation 5 with the exception of 5g.

Joseph SHIRLEY is therefore proved to be the father of William (Henry Harrison) SHIRLEY and to have been born and christened at Barford St Michael (Great Barford).

The Barford St Michael (Great Barford) Parish Register and the I.G.I. Oxfordshire show the siblings at generation 5 as being the children of an Edward SHIRLEY and Ann. Adjoining and near-by Parish Registers have been searched for a marriage between an Edward SHIRLEY and Ann. Two marriages have been found, the first which has been checked with the transcript is:-

The Family Bible shows Edward SHIRLEY died on 10 January 1855 aged 83 years 09 months which gives a birth date circa April 1772. The Bible also shows Ann SHIRLEY died on 05 April 1858 aged 77 years which gives a birth date circa 1781. The Barford St Michael (Great Barford) Parish Register second copy of Transcripts (Burials) shows, 1854 Edward 82 and 1858 Ann 82. On the 1851 Barford St Michael (Great Barford) Census Return, Sheet 11 held at the County Record Office, Oxford the following details are given:-

The South Newington Parish Registers have been searched for a christening of an Ann DALE and although there are a great number of DALE entries there would appear to be only two possible:-


25 December 1773.


Ann d/o William and Elizabeth DALE.


24 March 1780.


Ann d/o Robert and Mary DALE.

The Barford St Michael (Great Barford) Parish Register shows an entry in the burials at 1801 after the christening of Hannah SHIRLEY the name Ann. This entry is assumed to be Ann SHIRLEY nee DALE. If this assumption is correct it would have left Edward SHIRLEY with the need to find a new wife to care for his two young children (5a William and 5b Hannah). The documentary evidence suggests that Edward SHIRLEY married Nancy SMITH on the demise of his first wife. Subsequent to the marriage there is no further record of them at Newbold Pacey. However the Barford St Michael (Great Barford) Parish Register shows after a gap of 5 years (between 5b Hannah - 13 February 1800 and 5c Elizabeth - 10 March 1805) a further seven siblings being christened at Barford St Michael (Great Barford) as the children of an Edward and Ann SHIRLEY (5c/f, h/j). The I.G.I. Oxfordshire shows after a gap of seven years (between 5a William - 17 June 1798 and 5c Elizabeth - 10 March 1805 (the I.G.I. does not show the birth of 5b Hannah during 1800)) a further six siblings being christened at Barford St Michael (Great Barford) as the children of an Edward and Ann SHIRLEY (5c, f/j).

If the above is correct why is Nancy SHIRLEY nee SMITH subsequently referred to in documentation after the marriage as Ann (Family Bible), Ann (Parish Records) and Ana (1851 Census)? The possible answer may be that as Nancy is a familiar of Ann all subsequent official records gave her name in the correct form and that whoever noted her death in the Family Bible knew her by this name. The family appears to have known how old she was when she died. However if she was 77 years of age on 05 April 1858 this would give a birth date circa 1781. On the 1851 Census Ana SHIRLEY gave her age as 71 years giving a birth date circa 1780.

The second of the two possible candidates for Ann SHIRLEY nee DALE was christened during 1780 so by date she could be An(n)(a), although given the second marriage this is most unlikely.

At the time of writing the records have not yet been searched for a christening date for Nancy(An(n)(a)) SMITH. Although it has not yet been established that Nancy(An(n)(a)) SMITH was born/christened circa 1781 the balance of probability is that she is Edward’s second wife and the mother of 5c/j.

Excepting 6e the I.G.I. Oxfordshire shows at Generation 6 a list of siblings christened at Barford St Michael (Great Barford) the children of a William SHIRLEY and Ann. The second child 6b Edward was christened on 28 July 1773. Given this and the above information this Edward SHIRLEY would appear to be the father of Joseph SHIRLEY.

Adjoining and near-by Parish Registers have been searched for a marriage between a William SHIRLEY and Ann. The only possible which has been checked with the transcript is:-

The generation at 6 has been constructed from the Barford St Michael (Great Barford) Parish Registers, the 1851 Barford St Michael (Great Barford) Census Return, the I.G.I Oxfordshire and Removal Orders dated 16 October 1771 from the Oxford City Quarter Sessions.

The generations at 7 and 8 have been constructed from the Parish Registers of Lower Heyford and Oxford City, a "wanted" notice that appeared in Jacksons Oxford Journal on 13 October 1770 for William SHIRLEY of Hook Norton for absconding and leaving his wife "on Parish" and Removal Orders dated 13 October 1770 and 16 October 1771 relating to Ann SHIRLEY to be removed to the Parish of Great Rollright and then William SHIRLEY, his wife Ann and their son William SHIRLEY about 8 months to be removed to the Parish of Great Barford. These generations are based on the above and date probability.
